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Ice Safety
Winter recreational sports are popular activities with

many Ohioans.  As temperatures drop below freezing
(32°F/O°C) people want to get on the ice for the exciting
sport of ice fishing.  Ice fishing, sledding, snowmobile riding,
ice skating, downhill skiing, and crosscountry skiing are just
some of the most popular winter sports.  With these activi-
ties come some safety precautions, especially when ice over
water is involved.  Ice can be very dangerous, and people
can be injured or killed if ice and its conditions are not
respected and understood.

Many things other than temperature can affect
ice conditions on ponds, lakes, and rivers.  The
strength and thickness of the ice should be known before
any activities take place upon it.  The condition, strength,
and stability of ice can change dramatically from day to day
and hour to hour depending on temperature, precipitation,
wind, and the amount of sunshine.  Most accidents occur
when people don't understand ice formation or how to read
ice conditions.  Other reasons are due to a person’s careless
attitude, overconfidence, and lack of appreciation of the
risks involved when on ice.

There are no hard and fast rules to assure your safety
on ice, but you can learn what to look for and what to do in
case of an accident to protect yourself further.  Loose and
layered clothing including proper head and hand gear is a
must.

Ice does not develop uniformly or evenly.  Ice thickness
can range from 12 inches (30 cm) thick to 1 inch (2.5 cm)
thick within a 10 foot (3 in) area.  Ice is actually a very com-
plex formation, and no ice is completely safe.  New ice is
usually stronger than old ice.  As ice ages, the bond between
the crystals decays making it more dangerous and weaker
even if melting has not occurred.  Ice thickness can be affect-
ed by many factors other than temperature.  Factors like
wind, wave action, natural springs, snow, obstacles protrud-
ing through the ice (like docks, limbs, logs, etc.) all can 
weaken ice.  Wind and wind speeds influence ice formation.
Light winds speed up the formation making for weaker ice,
and strong winds force water from beneath the ice and can
decay the edges of the ice

An old saying used by ice fishermen was "Thick and
blue, tried and true; thin and crispy, way too risky."  Just
because the temperature drops below freezing does not
mean it's time to hit the ice.  There are many different types
of ice formations.

Typically the first ice to form is often called "frazil ice"
or old ice, which is loosely formed crystals that clump
together at the surface as the water temperature dips past
32°F (O°C).  Frazil ice is soft and will not hold weight, as its
structure is porous giving it a very low density and making it
very weak. 

Snow ice is formed when water-soaked layers of snow
are thawed and then frozen to form an ice layer.  It has a
very low density and is also very porous due to air pockets
formed while freezing, which makes it weak.  Snow can
insulate ice and keep it strong. It can also insulate it to keep
it from freezing.  Snow can also hide cracked, weak, and
open water areas.

River ice is another issue altogether. Only cross
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river ice or be on it as a last resort.  If you have to cross river
ice look for an area where the water is still or in shallow
pools as this is where the strongest ice will be found.  Never
cross areas where the river makes a bend or in areas of 
elevation drop where ripples are and areas where rocks or
other obstructions are within the river.  The moving water of
rivers makes for ever-changing ice conditions.  The ice may
look thick and solid from the riverbank but it could actually
be paper-thin due to being undercut by moving water.  On
average, river ice is 15 percent weaker than pond ice of the
same thickness.  Great caution must be utilized when
crossing on river ice. One way to check river ice thick-
ness is to throw a heavy rock or log onto the ice and see if
the ice holds the weight or if it breaks through.  Even if it
holds, still utilize extreme caution crossing river ice.
Crossing river ice should be a last resort as its
strength and stability is never a sure thing.
(Parents remind your children! We have many
rivers, creeks and farm ponds in our area!)

If the air temperature goes above freezing 32°F (O°C)
for 6 hours over a 24-hour period, ice can quickly lose
strength and stability and become unsafe.
Tips to Remember for Safety on Ice

• Test and inspect the ice thickness by drilling holes
and taking measurements every 10 feet (13 in) each time
you go out on the ice.

• Know what good ice is (“thick and blue”).
• Never be on ice less than 4 inches (10 cm).
• Wear a personal flotation device (PFD) for warmth

and safety.
• Dress warmly in layers especially around head, neck,

chest., sides, and groin due to primary high heat loss
areas.  Good gloves will keep hands nimble.

• Carry ice claws or ice picks and know how to rescue
yourself or someone else.

• Go out with a partner – it's more fun and safer.
• Take energy foods and hot drinks, but not alcoholic

beverages.
• Have a first-aid kit, extra set of clothes, and blankets

along for emergencies.
• Don't build fires on the ice.
• The weakest ice will be in the center and along the

edge of the water.
• Be aware that snow can cover open water areas, so

use extreme caution.
• Be aware of wet cracks, slushy and darker areas, as

well as water edges that are normally weaker.
• The only absolute safe ice is the ice you stay OFF.
Precautions need to be taken to assure that ice is safe

for your winter recreational activities.  Always inspect the ice
before going out on it.  Be aware that ice thickness and
strength can vary from location to location.  Know how to
rescue yourself and others if you or they fall into the icy
waters.  By following some general safety procedures you
can bundle up, be safe, and enjoy the many winter activities
in our great Ohio outdoors.

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Learn Tomato
Grafting

Grafting in vegetable production
can lead to plants that are stronger,
have a higher yield, and are more
resistant to disease and stress.  Ohio
State University is offering a workshop
on tomato grafting on Tuesday, Jan.
27, in Wooster, tailored to growers
interested in finding out more about
this technique and related research 
trials.

The workshop will be held from
12:30-5 p.m. at Fisher Auditorium,
1680 Madison Ave., Wooster, on the
campus of the Ohio Agricultural
Research and Development Center
(OARDC).

“These workshops represent
opportunities for growers to become
‘early-adopters’ of this technology, to
become familiar with some of the
newest information on the topic (from
projects conducted by OSU and its
partners), to share what they know
about it, and to shape the overall,
near-term, grafting-related research-
extension agenda,” said Matt
Kleinhenz, a vegetable specialist with
OARDC and OSU Extension and one
of the workshop presenters.

The popularity of grafting is
increasing around the world as a
means to improve plant growth, 
control diseases, provide tolerance to
temperature and other stresses, and
increase nutrient uptake. Grafted
plants are widely used in the high-
input greenhouse environment and are
very popular among farmers in Asia.
In Japan, for example, almost 95 per-
cent of watermelon, oriental melon,
eggplant, cucumber and tomato plants
are grafted before being transplanted
to the field or greenhouse.

“Vegetable crops grown under
organic and sustainable production
systems in the Midwest are challenged
by nutrient availability, pathogens, low
soil temperature during planting, and
fluctuations in moisture,” said David
Francis, an OARDC geneticist and
another presenter at the workshops.
“Breeding varieties tailored to organic
production is a way to try to solve
these problems, but it’s a long-term
solution.  What we want to do is
demonstrate the feasibility of grafting
as a compatible strategy, one which is
likely to have high impact in the short
term.”

Kleinhenz, Francis, OARDC
plant pathologist Brian McSpadden-
Gardener, and OARDC and OSU
Extension vegetable pathologist Sally
Miller (also workshop presenters) are
using tomatoes as a model to study
grafting as a viable method for 
vegetable farming in the region.
Study goals include developing, testing
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sheet music.

and selecting rootstocks that improve fruit yield and quality
in organic 
production systems; and working with growers and small
greenhouse and nursery operations to facilitate the creation
of a domestic source of grafted vegetable transplants.

“Overall, grafting is an emerging technology in 
vegetable production, relatively few academic-industry
teams are involved at this time, and much needs to be
learned to successfully employ grafted plants (in field and
high-tunnel settings) more widely,” Kleinhenz pointed out.

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the Guttmacher Institute, it is estimated that 35% of all
women of reproductive age will have had an abortion by the
time they reach the age of 45.  Many of these women expe-
rience the same feelings Amanda described, sometimes
years after the actual event.

Amanda remembers her attempts to eliminate the 
constant pain she felt.  She eventually found herself in an
abusive relationship and using alcohol as a way to escape.  “I
tried to numb my pain with alcohol.  I suffered frequent
bouts of depression and self-pity,” she recalled.  “Even going
to church didn’t work for me.  I felt unworthy of forgiveness.
Fortunately, God thought otherwise and continued to pursue
me.”

“During the month of January, as we observe Sanctity
of Human Life Sunday, we are also very sensitive to the fact
that many men and women in our local congregations suffer
in silence,” explained Jill Taylor, executive director of PSC.
“We want them to know that there is healing available for
them in a safe and loving place.”  PSC offers a variety of
resources to the community.  Two of the classes are specif-
ically geared toward abortion recovery for both men and
women.  The Peace Group (for women) and the STRONGG
group (for men) offer caring and confidential  support to
individuals who are experiencing the painful emotions of a
past abortion.

Nearly two years after going through the Peace group,
Amanda continues to heal.  She volunteers her time at PSC
helping other women who find themselves in similar situa-
tions.  “I can’t undo the biggest mistake of my life or bring
my child back, but what I can do is use my past to help 
others.  My hope is that others can avoid this unnecessary
pain, and where pain already exists, find hope and healing.

On Thursday, January 22, the Pregnancy Support
Center of Stark County (PSC) will present a Dignity of Life
Memorial Service in honor of the lives lost through abortion.
The service will be held at the Johnson Center for Worship
and the Fine Arts, located at 2600 Cleveland Avenue N.W.
in Canton at 7:00 p.m.  A silent candlelight vigil will be held
immediately following the service, outside the PSC satellite,
across the street from the Johnson Center.

The Pregnancy Support Center of Stark County has
been offering varying degrees of support for more than 20
years.  The organization offers services, without cost, to
people facing unplanned pregnancies and related issues.
Services provided by PSC include: pregnancy testing,
options counseling, parenting classes, limited ultrasound,
material assistance, a first visit prenatal clinic, an STD/STI
clinic, community referrals, and post abortion recovery
groups.
